No. SRO B-41/2010.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 8 and 10 of the Tamil Nadu District Police
Act, 1859 (Central Act XXIV of 1859) and Sections 9 and 11 of the Chennai City Police Act, 1888 (Tamil Nadu Act Ill of 1888)
read with the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby makes the following
amendment to the Tamil Nadu Special Police Subordinate Service Rules, 1978 (Section 44 in Volume Il of the Tamil Nadu
Services Manual, 1986).
