Explanations.—(1) During the rainy seasons, if after the
commencement of the work, the workers are forced to stop
the Work on account of rain, they shall be allowed 50% of
the wages normally they would have earned on completion
of the work.

(5) Where the same work or work of a similar nature is
performed by women, no distinction in the payment of wages
shall be made as between men and women employees.

an additional wage of Rs. 16.51 per day in respect of
employees falling under Group | and Group Il and Rs. 14.16
per day in respect of employees falling under Group Il and
Group IV.

(7) Wherever the existing wages are higher than the
minimum wages fixed therein, the same shall be continued
to be paid.
