No. II(2)/LE/445/2009.—In exercise of the powers conferred
by clause (b) of sub-section (1) of Section 3 and sub-section
(2) of Section 5 of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central
Act XI of 1948) and in supersession of the Labour and
Employment Department Notification No. II(2)/LE/485/2003,
published at pages 276 and 277 of Part II-Section 2 of the
Tamil Nadu Government Gazette, dated the 9th July 2003,
the Governor of Tamil Nadu after consultation with the Advisory
Board, hereby revises the minimum rates of wages payable
