Explanations.—(1) Dearness Allowance.—In addition to
the minimum rates of basic wages as fixed above, the
employees shall be paid dearness allowance as indicated
below:—

(i) The dearness allowance is linked to the Average
Chennai City Consumer Price Index for the year 2000, that
is 475 points, with base 1982=100 and for every rise of
one point over and above 475 points, an increase of
Rs.5.60 paise (five rupees and sixty paise only) per month
shall be paid as dearness allowance.
