Disqualification of Thiru K. Victor alias K. Vasikaran
President of Gerugambakkam Panchayat, Kundrathur
Panchayat Union, Kancheepuram District under the
Tamil Nadu Panchayats Act.

No. II(2)/RDPR/367/2013.—Whereas a question has arisen
also whether Thiru K. Victor alias K. Vasikaran of
Gerugambakkam Panchayat, Kundrathur Panchayat Union,
Kancheepuram District has become disqualified under clause

(e) of sub-section (3) of Section 38 of the Tamil Nadu
Panchayats Act, 1994 (Tamil Nadu Act 21 of 1994), as he
does not belong to Scheduled Caste but has been elected
from the seat reserved for Scheduled Caste;

And Whereas, the opinion of the Tamil Nadu State Election
Commission has been sought for regarding the disqualification
of the said President of the said Panchayat, as required under
sub-section (2) of Section 41 of the said Act;

And Whereas, the Tamil Nadu State Election Commission
has conducted an enquiry on 21-2-2013. During the enquiry
Thiru K. Victor alias K. Vasikaran has stated that he has
obtained a Community Certificate as Hindu (Adi-Dravida) in
1996 and also in 2005. He has also obtained the same
certificate during the year 2011 for the purpose of contesting
in the local body election. He has also stated that his brother
is a Priest. Besides, he has produced a Notification
No. 22 Part IV Section-4 dated 15-6-2011 published in the
Tamil Nadu Government Gazette under the head of Individual
Notification. The  said Notification depicts that Thiru K. Victor,
Christian, son of Thiru T. Krishnan, born on 28th March 1972
(native district Kancheepuram) residing at No. 2/381,
Thiruvallur Street, Gerugambakkam, Kancheepuram District,
has re-converted to Hinduism with the name of K. Vasikaran
on 5th June 2011. It is mentioned in the Notification that it
cannot be considered as legal document when there is any
dispute over it;

And Whereas, the said commission has also stated that
on verification of the relevant documents of
Thiru K. Victor alias K. Vasikaran, it has been confirmed that
Thiru K. Victor alias K. Vasikaran has obtained a false
Community Certificate as Hindu Adi-Dravida for the purpose
of contesting in the local body election held in the month of
October 2011 and has opinted that the said Thiru
K. Victor alias Vasikaran, President of Gerugambakkam
Panchayat, Kundrathur Panchayat Union, Kancheepuram
District is disqualified to continue as President of the said
Village Panchayat under clause (e) of sub-section (3) of Section
38 of the said Act;

Now Therefore, under sub-section (1) of Section 41 of the
Tamil Nadu Panchayats Act, 1994 (Tamil Nadu Act 21 of 1994)
the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby decides that Thiru K. Victor
alias K. Vasikaran, President of Gerugambakkam Panchayat,
Kundrathur Panchayat Union, Kancheepuram District has
become disqualified from holding the office of President of the
said Village Panchayat under clause (e) of sub-section (3) of
section 38 of the said Act as he, being a Christian (Adi-Dravida),
has contested in the local body election held during the month
of October 2011 by producing a false Community Certificate
as Hindu (Adi-Dravida and holds the Post of President,
Gerugambakkam Panchayat which is reserved for
SC (Hindu).
