Dhoti.- Extra wages shall be paid for the extra work. The
rate of extra wages vary from 5% to 50% or even more on the
basic wages depending upon the size of the pettu border
design.

Sarees.- Extra wages shall be paid for the extra work. The
rate of extra wages vary from 5% to 20% or even more on the
basic wages depending upon the Merit/Technique involved in
the extra work (Border, Butta and Mundhi design etc.,)

Explanations.- (1) Dearness Allowances.- In addition to
the minimum wages fixed above, dearness allowance shall
be paid as indicated below:-

(i) Dearness allowance shall be paid at the rate of
10% of the basic wages plus extra wages linked with the
productivity from the date of publication of this Notification in
the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette.

(ii) Additional increase of 5% on the prevailing basic
wages plus extra wages shall be grated every year on the
1st April till the next revision.

(2) Where the nature of work is the same no distinction in
the payment of wages shall be made between men and women
employees.

(3) Wherever the existing wages are higher than the
minimum wages fixed herein, the same shall be continued to
be paid.
