After a break along the Karnataka border beginning at the
point where the boundary of the Southern tip of Thalli reserved
forest meets the Karnataka border, up to the point where the
Northern tip of Jawalagiri reserved forest meets the Karnataka
border, the boundary line continues along the northern boundary
of Jawalagiri reserved forest.
