AND THEREFORE, it has become necessary to constitute
a State Wetland Authority for the State of Tamil Nadu to
guide, advise, monitor and regulate the management of
wetlands in the State in order to ensure its wise use.

22. Chief conservator of Forests

The Tamil Nadu Wetland Authority shall identify and
select priority wetlands in the State on scientific and objective
based criteria for consideration of Central Wetlands Regulatory
Authority (CWRA).
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The said Authority is authorised to finalise and approve
the management plan of any wetland in Tamil Nadu for the
submission to the Central Wetland Regulatory
Authority as and when required and also put in place regulatory
and monitoring protocols for conservation and Developmental
activities in all wetlands in Tamil Nadu.

The said Authority is also entrusted with the responsibility
of taking appropriate decision in any matter concerning the
wise use and appropriate management of wetlands in the
State.

The Tamil Nadu State Wetland Authority is also authorised
to guide and monitor constitution of District Level Wetland
Management Committee (DLWMC) and its functioning in all
districts of the State.

The tenure of expert members will be three years.

Traveling Allowances and Dearness Allowances to the
expert members shall be permitted as equivalent to the
members of the 1st class committee of the State Government.

This Notification shall come into force from the date of
publication of the Notification.
