(2) Where there is no difference in the daily hours of
work and where the same work or work of a similar nature
is performed, no distinction in the payment of wages should
be made between men and women workers as per the
Equal Remuneration Act, 1976 (Central Act 25 of 1976).

(3) For the purpose of this Notification, the minimum
rates of wages specified above shall be all inclusive of rate
allowing for the basic rate, cost of living allowance and the
cash value of concession, if any, but it does not include
the cost of food, if any, supplied to the workers and hence
the cost of food shall not be deducted from the minimum
rates of wages paid to the workers.
