In the Government order fi rst read above, orders were issued constituting State Level Executive Committee (SLEC) 
under the Chairmanship of Chief Secretary as per National Livestock Mission Operational Guidelines 2014-2015.

2. In the Government order Second read above, orders were issued constituting District Level Monitoring Committee, 
(DLMC) State Level Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee (SLSMC) and State Livestock Mission (SLM).

3. In the Letter third read above, the Government of India have stated that the Realigned National Livestock Mission 
Scheme has been approved by the Cabinet Committee of Economic Aff airs on 14th July 2021.

The Scheme guidelines was also approved in the Empowered Committee held under the Chairmanship of Secretary, 
Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying and were uploaded on website of the Department under the National 
Livestock Mission Link.

4. The Government of India have also requested the State to send the proposal as per scheme guidelines of 
National Livestock Mission and States need to constitute State Level Executive Committee (SLEC) under the Chairmanship 
of Additional Chief Secretaries/Principal Secretaries/Secretaries for approval of the projects under the Realigned National 
Livestock Mission scheme before sending to the Government of India. The Government of India have also indicated that 
the State may also seek administrative cost for the said activities under National Livestock Mission for which limited 
funding is available is under realigned scheme.

 5. The Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services in his letter fourth read above has requested that, 
as per directions of Government of India and the Guidelines of realigned National Livestock Mission a State Level 
Executive Committee (SLEC) under the Chairmanship of Additional Chief Secretary to Government, Animal Husbandry, 
Dairying, Fisheries and Fishermen Welfare Department may be constituted and further to designate Tamil Nadu Livestock 
Development Agency (TNLDA) as the state Implementing Agency (SIA) for Implementation of the Realigned National 
Livestock Mission from 2021-2022.

6. Based on the directions of the Government of India under Realigned National Livestock Mission and its operational 
guidelines, the Government carefully examined the proposal of the Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services, 
decided to accept the same and accordingly issue orders to re-constitute the State Level Executive Committee (SLEC) 
with the following offi  cials as its members:-

8. General Manager of the concerned Milk Union from which proposals are to be considered Member
9. Professor and Head of the concerned Veterinary University Training and Research Centre 

(VUTRC) from which proposals are to be considered
Member

10. Deputy General Manager, Lead Bank Member
11. The Chief Executive Offi  cer, Tamil Nadu Livestock Development Agency Member-Convenor

The roles and responsibilities of the State Level Executive Committee shall be as per the guidelines of the Realigned 
National Livestock Mission.

7. The Government nominate The Tamil Nadu Livestock Development Agency (TNLDA) as the State Implementing 
Agency (SIA) and also orders that the District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC), State Level Sanctioning and Monitoring 
Committee (SLSMC) and State Livestock Mission (SLM) which have already been constituted in the Government order 
second read above shall continue.

8. The functions of the State implementing Agency shall be as per the guidelines of the Re-aligned National 
Livestock Mission.

9. The State Level Executive Committee (SLEC) shall meet as and when required. The above Committee shall be 
treated as First Class Committee and the Offi  cial Members of the Committee are eligible to Travelling Allowance/Daily 
Allowance as per rules in force.

10 The Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services is directed to open and maintain a register for 
State Level Executive Committee (SLEC) Meeting convened under Realigned National Livestock Mission and to record 
the Proceedings of the meeting, Details of Participants, Communicating the minutes of the meeting for future reference 
etc.

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(8) Heads of the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) Branch Offi  ces in the State shall provide necessary support 
to the Member Secretary to convene the meeting and take follow-up action on the decisions taken in them. 
Head of the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) Branch Offi  ce-II located at Chennai shall be the Nodal Branch 
Offi  ce for this purpose.

4. The Commissioner of Civil Supplies and Consumer Protection Department is directed to take necessary follow 
up action to inform all members of the State Level Committee on Standardization (SLCS) to carry on the functions 
specifi ed in the Times of Reference.
