AMENDMENTS.
In the Said Rules,-

(1) in rule 1, for the expression "Officers of and below the rank of superintendent of Police belonging to the Tamil Nadu
Police Service and other Subordinate ranks in the Subordinate Services of the Tamil Nadu Police", the expression "Indian
Police Service Officer of and below the rank of Superintendent of Police borne to Tamil Nadu cadre, Tamil Nadu Police
Service Officer of and below the rank of Superintendent of Police working in the State of Tamil Nadu and subordinate ranks
in the Subordinate services of Tamil Nadu Police", shall be substituted; and

(2) in rule 2, for the expression "curtailing the illicit liquor", the expression "Prohibition Enforcement", shall be substituted.
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
