2. Accordingly, the Director General of Police/Head of Police
Force, Tamil Nadu, Chennai in his letter sixth read above has sent
necessary proposal for enhancement of the Tamil Nadu Chief
Minister's Police Medal for Gallantry.

3. The proposal of the Director General of Police/Head
of Police Force was examined with due consideration and
in detail with reference to the enhancement of the Medal
Allowance ordered by the Government of India, Ministry of
Home Affairs, New Delhi, in the letter fourth read above.
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After due deliberations, it was decided to enhance the allowance
for the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister's Police Medal for Gallantry
from Rs.900/- to Rs.2,000/- per month to all the recipients of
the Gallantry award prior to 05.02.2014 and orders accordingly.

4. Further, in the Rule 13 of the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister's
Police Medal Rules, as amended in the order third read above,
the following shall be substituted "For Gallantry" in clause (a)
namely:-

"All the recipients of Gallantry award prior to
05.02.2014, shall be entitled to a Monetary Allowance of
Rs.2,000/- per month irrespective of their ranks, without any
restriction"

5. The enhanced payment of the medal allowance to the
recipients of the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister's Police Medal for
Gallantry comes into force with immediate effect.

Award of the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister's Police Medal for
Gallantry in the Recognition of their Courageous effort.

No. 11(2)/HO/864/2022.—The following Police Officers
are awared the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister's Police Medal for
Gallantry in recognition of the courageous effort taken by them
as detalied below:-

(i) Thiru S. Boominathan, Special Sub-Inspector of
Police was working at Navalpat Police station. On 20.11.2021,
while conducting vehicle check at Poolangudi colony of
Navalpat PS limit on 21.11.2021 early morning, two unknown
persons came in a two wheeler along with a stolen goat,
did not stop their vehicle and fled away. Immediately, SSI
Thiru S. Boominathan has chased them for more than
10 kilometers by crossing the district boundary and secured
the criminals in Keeranur PS limit of Pudukottai District. While
conduction enquiry with the two criminals, he was brutally
assaulted on his head and inflicted cut injuries. He has died
and criminals escaped from there. The bravery attempt and
chase made by the deceased SSI Thiru S. Boominathan of
Navalpattu PS is an act of gallantry and lost, his valuable life
in the operation.

(i)  On 17.9.2021, one S. Julius Santhakumar of
East Saveriyarpuram has set fire on his motor cycle in the
middle of the road and jeopardized the vehicular movements.
When Sl Thiru S. Karthick of Somarasampet PS rushed to the
spot with Thiru P. Jeyaraj, Grade Il PC 1271, Armed Reserve
and Thiru Senthilkumar, Grade Il PC 1736 of Somarasampet
Police Station, Tiruchirappalli District and tried to secure the
troublesome person, the infuriated person had abused the

team of police with grimy words and shown a knief kept hidden
in his lap. Though the police team warned him to surrender
the knife, he stabbed the Sl and the constables. P. Jeyaraj,
Grade Il PC 1271 had sustained injuries on his right toes and
Thiru Senthilkumar, Grade Il PC 1736 had sustained injuries
on his head. The team had chased and secured the accused.

(iii) On receipt wireless information from Thiruvannamalai
District about the robbery of a car, cash of Rs.15000/- and
Cell Phones, on 15.09.2021 Thiru R. Prasath, Grade Il PC
515, Pattukottai Town Police Station, Thanjavur District had a
glimpse of he robbed vehicle and stopped the same. The driver
drove the car faster, even in wrong routes and one ways. Thiru
R. Prasath, Grade Il PC 515, had also chased the vehicle by
his "scooty". While chasing the accused by foot, the Constable
had fell down at one point and sustained injuries without
considering his pain had secured the accused.

2. The Government have carefully examined the proposals
of the Director General of Police/Head of Police Force,
Chennai and have decided to accept the same. Accordingly,
the following four police officers are awarded the Tamil Nadu
Chief Minister's Police Medal for Gallantry in recognition of the
courageous effort taken by them:

In the reference 4th read above, the Additional Chief
Secretary/Commissioner of Revenue Administration has stated
that, Thiru D. Sudharsanam, Ex.MLA, Poonamallee submitted
a petition to the Government stating that, Government have
notified to transfer the Revenue administration of Palanjur
vilage to Thiruvallur District and hence requested to
implement the orders by transferring the Palanjur village from
Kancheepuram District to Thirvallur District and has also stated
that report have been received from the District Collector,
Thiruvallur and Kancheepuram District.

(A) Report of the District Collector, Kancheepuram

a. Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Revenue village of Sriperumpudhur
Taluk in Kancheepuram District consists of the following
hamlets:

Kattagaram 266-299
Chettipedu 300-329
Palanjur and Pappanchataram | 330-428

Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Revenue village was previously part
of Kancheepuram and during bifurcation of Kancheepuram
District as Tiruvallur and Kancheepuram District in the year
1997, a new taluk of Poonamallee was formed and one of the
hamlet village, Palanjur has been notified under Poonamallee
taluk in District Gazetta with Revenue Village No.13.

b. Village administration and works related to Revenue
administration of Kattagaram and Chettipedu villages are being
administered by the Kancheepuram District Administration.
But all the administrative works are being attended by the
Thiruvallur District through Poonamallee Taluk in respect of
Palanjur and Pappanchathiram hamlets.

c. The population of Palanjur and Pappanchathirarn is
around 10000 and they are wiling to be merged with
Poonamallee Taluk of Thiruvallur District.

d. Hence Survey No. 330 to 428 relating to Palanjur and
Pappanchataram hamlet village may be segregated from
Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Village and merged with Poonamallee
Taluk of Thiruvallur District.

(B) Report of the District Collector, Thiruvallur,
a. Mevalur Kuppam 'B' village consists the following
hamlet villages.

b. Regarding the request made by the Panchayat
President, Sembarambakkam village Panchayat to merge
Palanjur hamlet village of Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Revenue village
belonging to Kancheepuram District with Sembarambakkam
Revenue village of Poonamallee Taluk in Tiruvallur District, the
District Collector, Kancheepuram has expressed his consent
to merge Palanjur and Pappanchataram of Mevalur Kuppam
'B' village with Poonamallee Taluk of Thiruvallur District.

c. Eventhough, Palanjur village lies within Sriperumpudhur
Taluk of Kancheepuram District, Voters enumeration,
Distribution of EPIC Cards, Distribution of PDS, Issue of Family
Cards, Distribution of Free Sarees Dhoties and other related
Government Schemes are being implemented by the Tahsildar
Poonamallee of Thiruvallur District. Since the village comes
under the control of Sriperumpudur Taluk in Kancheepuram
District and the village Panchayat comes under the control
of Sembarambakkam village Panchayat and Poonamallee
Panchayat Union in Thiruvallur District, there are frequent Law
and Order issues for getting fund allotment for development
works and other reasons. Palanjur village was registered
in the list of villages that comes under Poonamallee Taluk
vide District Gazette special issue No.1 Dated: 19.01. 1999
as Revenue village number -'13' in serial number 31 of
the Village list.

d. The census 2011 works got affected as the public of
the village objected to enumeration works demanding merger
of the village with Poonamallee Taluk, Thiruvallur District.

e. Meanwhile, Thiru. B. Vincent formally village Panchayat
President Pappanchataram village filed in W.P.N0.26381/2017
with the prayer to merge Palanjur and Pappanchathiram
hamlets with Poonamallee Taluk Thiruvallur District.

f. Therefore, it has been recommended by the Collector,
Thiruvallur that Palanjur and Pappanchataram hamlets may
be merged with Poonamallee Taluk in Thiruvallur District in
view of notification issued in District Gazette No.1 Dated:
19.01.1999 mentioning, Palanjur as Revenue Village No.13
of Poonamallee Taluk, in Serial number 31 of the village list.

2. The Additional Chief Secretary/ Commissioner of
Revenue Administration on examination of the reports of the
District Collector, Thiruvallur and Kancheepuram had furnished
the following details:-
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i. Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Revenue village of Sriperumpudur
Taluk in Kancheepuram District consists of the following
hamlets:

ii. In this regard it has been requested to segregate Palanjur
and Pappanchataram hamlets located in Survey Number
from 330 to 428 of Mevalur Kuppam 'B' Revenue village of
Kancheepuram District and to transfer the administrative
control of Revenue and other Department by annexing
the hamlets with Sembarambakkam Revenue village of
Poonamallee Taluk in Thiruvallur District.

ii. In Thiruvallur District Gazette Special Publication in
Gazette No.1 Dated:19.01.1999 the list of Villages of
Thiruvallur District was notified and the Palanjur Village
has been mentioned as a Revenue village coming under
Poonamallee Taluk in serial number 31. Therefore, it is
confirmed that the Palanjur village was already notified
under Poonamallee Taluk. But still the administrative
control of the Village is with the Kancheepuram District.

iv. Therefore, the request of the District Collector, Thiruvallur
to transfer the Revenue Administration of the. two villages
namely Palanjur and Pappanchataram from Mevalur
Kuppam 'B' revenue Village of Kancheepuram District to
Sembarambakkam Village in Tiruvallur District, is found
to have merit.

v. The Director of Survey and Settlement in has stated that
after passing order of the Government regarding merger
of Revenue Villages then FMB, village, Taluk and District
maps have to be changed.

vi. Further more, the Writ Petition filed by Thiru. B. Vincent,
in W.P.N0.26381/2017 with the prayer to transfer the
Revenue Administration of two villages namely Palanjur
and Pappanchataram from Kancheepuram District to
Thiruvallur District was taken up for hearing on 27.08.2019.
During the hearing Hon'ble Judges have ordered to send
proposal to the Government in this regard.

3. The Additional Chief Secretary/ Commissioner of
Revenue Administration has requested to issue necessary
Government Orders to transfer the administrative control of
the two hamlets of Palanjur and Pappanchataram from survey
No. 330 to 428 of Mevalur Kuppam 'B' village in Sriperumpudur
Taluk of Kancheepuram District to Sembarambakkam revenue
village of Poonamallee Taluk in Thiruvallur District by merging
the hamlets with Thiruvallur District in the interest of the public
and for administrative convenience.

4. The Government after careful examination accept the
proposed of the Additional Chief Secretary/ Commissioner
of Revenue Administration to transfer the administrative
control of the two hamlets Palanjur and Pappanchataram
from Survey Number 330 to 428 of Mevalur Kuppam
'‘B' village in Sriperumpudur Taluk of Kancheepuram District
to Sembarambakkam revenue village of Poonarnallee Taluk
in Thiruvallur District by merging the hamlets with Thiruvallur
District in the interest of the public and for administrative
convenience.

5. The Additional Chief Secretary/ Commissioner of
Revenue Administration, Commissioner of Land Administration
and Director of Survey and Settlement are requested to take
necessary follow up action to carry out necessary corrections
in the revenue records and implement the Government order
as stipulated in para 4 above.
