Amendments to the Tamil Nadu Document Writer's Licence Rules.

No. SRO A-34/2023.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 89-B of the Registration Act,
1908 (Central Act XVI of 1908), the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby makes the following amendments to the
Tamil Nadu Document Writer's Licence Rules, 1982:-

AMENDMENTS.
In the said Rules,—
(1) in rule 6,
(1) in sub-rule (a), for clause (iv), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:-
“(iv) The fee for admission to the test shall be fixed by the Inspector General of Registration from
time to time.";
(2) for sub-rule (b), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-
"(b) The test shall be conducted in three stages viz., Preliminary Test, Main Written Test and Personal
Interview in the following manner:-
(i) Preliminary test shall be conducted for a duration of two hours. The question paper for this test
shall be in the form of multiple choice questions, covering the following Acts:-

(1) The Registration Act, 1908 (Central Act XVI of 1908)
and the rules made thereunder including the Table of
Fees; and

(2) The Indian Stamp Act, 1899 (Central Act Il of 1899)
and the rules made thereunder.

(i) The Main Written Test shall consist of the following two papers for the duration of
two hours each:-

(1) Paper | of Main Written Test shall be conducted with books on Registration Procedure and the
relevant Acts and Rules bearing on the registration of documents. Question paper shall be set in the form of descriptive
type covering the following Acts connected with registration:-

(a) The Registration Act, 1908 (Central Act XVI of 1908)
and the rules thereunder including the Table of Fees;

(b) The Indian Stamp Act, 1899 (Central Act Il of 1899)
and the rules made thereunder;

(c) The Transfer of Property Act, 1882 (Central Act IV of
1882); and

(d) The Tamil Nadu Land Reforms (Fixation of Ceiling on
Land) Act, 1961 (Tamil Nadu Act 58 of 1961);

(2) Paper Il of Main Written Test shall be conducted to test the skills of drafting several kinds of
documents and any standard work on drafting of documents as specified by the Inspector General of Registration in
the notification calling for application.

(iii) Personal Interview shall be conducted in the form of Oral Test.

(iv) The number of candidates to be admitted to the Main Written Test will be three times
the number of licences proposed to be issued.

(v) The number of candidates to be admitted to the Personal Interview will be two times the
number of licences proposed to be issued.

(vi) The final selection will be made from the merit list prepared based on the total marks
obtained by the candidates in the Main written test and Personal Interview.";

(2) in rule 7, in sub-rule (2), clause (2) excluding the provisos thereunder shall be omitted.

(1) for rule 19, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: -

“19. Review and Monitoring. - The Commission shall hold regular meetings with the officers of the Civil
Supplies Department, Social Welfare and Women Empowerment Department, Integrated Child Development Services,
other concerned agencies of the State Government including Tamil Nadu Civil Supplies Corporation, Non-Government
Organizations and members of the civil society and give its advice to the State Government for effective implementation
of the Act.” ;

(2) in rule 20, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely: -

“(1) Meeting of the Commission shall be convened by the Member- Secretary in consultation with the
Chairperson, once in a month:

Provided that special meeting may be convened as and when required”.
